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Abstract

The research Prejudice and Respect in Icelandic Society focuses on ideas of Iceland
as a multicultural society, as reflected in disputes arising in 2007 due to the
republishing of a translated nursery rhyme The Negro-boys, originally published in
Iceland in 1922. The research uses this dispute to deepen understanding of ideas
about respect, prejudice and tolerance in Icelandic society. Research methods are
textual analysis and interviews with focus groups and individuals. The textual
analysis consists mostly of 101 blog entries and comments to them, that were written
at the peak of the disputes. Individual interviews have been taken with native born
Icelanders and relatively recent immigrants to Iceland, focusing on plurality within
each group. When selecting individuals for the focus group, it was seen as important
that the book is a children’s book and thus two focus groups consist of primary school
and kindergarden teachers. The research underlines that discussions of multicultural
society have to focus on the majority groups as well as minorities.
