Abstract

The Women'’s Story Circle is a cooperation project between Reykjavik City Library and the international
women’s organization Women in Iceland. The project has been running since November 2008. The first
Sunday of every month from September to June, women of all nationalities are welcomed to the main
library located in Tryggvagata 15 where the project takes place.

The goal of the Women'’s Story Circle is to create a forum for immigrant women and Icelandic women to
exchange experiences and anecdotes and be creative together. The group is intended for women who
are interested in meeting in a comfortable environment which is established for example by sharing
their cultural experiences with one another. All participants are given the oportunity to learn about
different cultures, religions and traditions. Furthermore immigrant women are given the opportunity to
communicate in Icelandic in a relaxed atmosphere and learn about Icelandic culture. The activities
organized provide a creative environment that helps to build links between knowledge. To reach these
results different activities and excursions are organized, strengthening women’s connections. We put
emphasis on participant’s involvement in the project; for example, by giving them the oportunity to
organize some of our meetings and supervise the creative workshops. Between 15 to 30 women and
their children from all over the world meet every time. Icelandic women’s involvement has increased in
the year 2011 which is a very positive development. There is a very positive atmosphere when The
Women'’s Story Circle meet and it seems that it has been well known and visible in society. An example
of this is the art work dot.com. The painting is dedicated to the multicultural society and was given to
The Human Right Department of Reykjavik City.
